We are now in the next and exciting phase of the Neighbourhood Plan process by 
completing neighbourhood profiles of the various parts in Oakham and Barleythorpe.   

We have already completed two and the next will take place in the south west of 
Oakham.  The first, on the morning of this coming Saturday, 4 August, in the 
Lonsdale Road area and the second at the same time on the Saturday 25 August in 
the area around Welland Way.
